The parties understand and agree not to
subpoena or require the mediator (s) to testify or produce records, notes or work products in any
future proceedings and that they will make no recording or records of the mediation sessions.

No party shall be bound by anything said or done at the mediation unless a written agreement is
reached and signed by all necessary parties. If an agreement is reached, the agreement shall be

reduced to writing and, when signed and approved by the appropriate authorities for all parties,

will be executed by them in good faith.
