Attachment A to PGM – Adjusted Gross Income Eligibility (AGI) Collection for 2014 (AMA only), 2015, and 2016 Contracts in ProTracts. 
Any person who has been determined to be ineligible based on the SED determination must have the sum of all applicable contract payments collected.  This includes all of the active, cancelled, completed, and terminated contracts that were obligated in the specific AGI eligibility year for which they have been determined ineligible.  The collection will include all direct payments where the person has payment shares and any applicable indirect payments received as the member of an entity. 
There are several data sources for determining the payment amounts a participant received on conservation program contract (CPC).  A rigorous review of the applicable payment data should be completed in order to reconcile any data inconsistencies before completing the collection notice. Data sources include, but are not limited to the following: 
1. New: Fund Manager report, “Payment History.” 
a. This report provides the ability to search by a contract or a tax identification and see details of payment amounts to all of the contract participants, displays the payment share percent for each payment recipient, and displays the payment amounts for each payee. 
b. This report is the only data source that displays entity or joint venture members and their indirect payment attribution based on their membership shares within an entity or joint venture at the time each payment is made. 
c. This report must be used when collections involve an eligible person who was also an entity member on an active, cancelled, completed, or terminated contract for the same AGI eligibility year they were determined ineligible. 
d. Data from this report can be exported into Excel for standing summation calculations. Training slides on using this new report will be developed and posted on the ProTracts home page and will be covered in the training session. 
e. This report runs in a data warehouse and is updated nightly. 
2. Fund Manager report, “Contract Summary.” 
a. All payments made since May 2012 show the payment split into FMMI by each vendor (payee) on the contract. 
b. All successful payments made into FMMI are indicated by a Treasury confirmation (TC). 
Per the reference document, “Determining Payment Status” on the FMMI reference 
section of the ProTracts home page.  This report will show payments that may not appear in the ProTracts contract history due to a known FMMI issue. 
c. This report does not display members indirect payments based on their membership shares within an entity or joint venture. 
d. This report is a real-time lookup to FMMI and is not available when FMMI is offline. 
e. Payments made in FFIS are also displayed in the legacy ProTracts transaction section. 
3. NRCS-CPA-1245 payment applications in the participant case file. 
a. This form will display all direct recipients of payments based on their payment shares of the contract when the payment was made. 
b. This form does not display members’ indirect payments based on their membership shares within an entity or joint venture. 
c. The case file may contain NRCS-CPA-1245 payment documentation for payments made outside of ProTracts per Title 440, Conservation Programs Manual, Part 512, Subpart G, Section 512.69, processes. 
4. The ProTracts contract history; payment tab, which shows the payment status (including partial approvals and advances); payment amount; and date for the contract items. 
a. This data does not show the details of payment shares for multiple payees. 
b. Some data is incomplete due to a FMMI data error that does not send the approval records.  See the reference to the “Determining Payment Status” reference document in item 2b, above, which details this history issue. 
c. This report does not display members indirect payments based on their membership shares within an entity or joint venture.
